In the 2002 - 2003 season 
after a very successful fundraising campaign, a contrabass flute was 
added to the flute family. 
The Orchestra has been joined in the past by several excellent piano 
accompanists, as well as string and percussion instrumentalists, and has 
commissioned and performed the world premieres of several exciting 
new compositions for flute choir. 
Under the direction of founding Music Director Darlene Dugan, the 
Flute Orchestra  has performed at the National Flute Conventions in 
Chicago, IL, Columbus, OH, and Nashville, TN to critical acclaim.
